Please receive a cordial greeting from the Central American Rice Federation (FECARROZ), an
entity that represents the rice production and industrial sector in Central America and the
Dominican Republic

The DR-CAFTA tariff reduction on rice imported from the United States of America by Central
American countrics and the Dominican Republic will have serious consequences for all the
countries that signed this trade agreement

In 2023 it will reach zero percent for Guatemala, El Salvador, Honduras, and Nicaragua, and in
2025 for Costa Rica and the Dominican Republic. This tariff reduction process is contributing o
the of p is in rural areas of Central American countries and the
Dominican Republic, causing an increase in unemployment, poverty, and, therefore, an increase
in massive migratory flows to the United States of America

The DR-CAFTA contains provisions that allow the application of a solution to avoid the
bankruptcy of the rice scctor, among other provisions, as established in Article 3.18. Based on
the analy we have made; we consider that the following measures that we propose to
contribute to the solution of this situation:
